Recommendations of the recent Laigh Hills Park Masterplan included as a priority that 

the condition and surface of eroded paths should be improved.  

 

Work is scheduled to commence on 14th September 2015 to facilitate these 

improvements.  Unfortunately during these operations access to the park from 

Cockburn Avenue, Laigh Hill Place, Ramoyle, Balmyle Grove and Tannahill Terrace 

will be temporarily disrupted. 

 

The works shall include vegetation clearance, earthworks, path reconstruction, step 

and bridge replacement, decking and watercourse embankment protection to alleviate 

footpath erosion.  It is anticipated that the works will be completed during November
