Volunteering Support Fund 2017-18 — NOW OPEN

Grants of between £7,500 and £10,000 are now available to small to medium-sized not-for-
profit organisations (with an annual income of under £250,000) working in Scotland.

The Volunteering Support Fund supports organisations to recruit additional volunteers (who will
contribute towards delivering a new volunteering project, or extending/expanding an existing one)
and improve how volunteers are supported in their role.

Successful applicants will be expected to contribute towards the following outcomes during the 8
month funding period:

1.

Increasing the diversity of the third sector’s volunteer pool, especially to include those
who experience disadvantage or would traditionally experience barriers to volunteering;

2. Improving opportunities for skills and personal development through volunteering;
3. Improving the third sector’s capacity to support, train and deploy volunteers; and
4. Enhancing the services organisations deliver to better meet the needs of the
communities they serve.
Who can apply?

Third sector organisations with an annual income of under £250,000. Organisations do
not need to be registered charities, although their constitution or set of rules should make
clear that funds will only be spent on purposes established in the constitution, and not
distributed amongst members;

Organisations that have never applied to the Volunteering Support Fund before, or that
received a grant during 2016-17 but not during the previous year 2015-2016 (ie over two
consecutive years).

Organisations that are able to start their project within 10 days of being awarded funding.

The deadline for applications is 5pm on Fri 14 July 2017 and the period of the grant will be
from 1 Aug 2017 to 30 March 2018.
